2. Main areas of responsibility :

Being a team member, the expert will have to contribute to a full range of tasks developed by the Marine Unit to facilitate the implementation of this Directive by Member States; he will for instance have responsibilities related to the development of a marine-related information system (WISE marine) and will cooperate inter alia with the European Environment Agency.

The expert should have worked on environmental policy issues particularly marine protection for at least 5 years in a professional capacity. Previous experience of cooperation with the European Environment Agency would be an asset but is not a prerequisite.
